— Dialogues from the Field

In recent years, digital technologies — including 3D scanning, point
cloud data, and HBIM (Historic Building Information Modeling) — have
fundamentally transformed the documentation and conservation of cultural
heritage, opening new possibilities for preserving and transmitting irreplaceable
assets to future generations. At the same time, questions of how such technologies
should be standardized, shared across borders, and returned to local communities remain
pressing challenges for researchers and practitioners alike.

This Japan-Italy webinar brings together specialists from both countries to explore the current landscape of
cultural heritage digital documentation. From Japan, the recently reactivated CIPA Japan National Committee will
share its vision for international collaboration and present domestic case studies in digital practice. From lItaly,
CHEDAR (Cultural Heritage Documentation and Research), a research network led by the University of Florence,
will introduce European strategies for 3D digitization, highlighting projects that bridge engineering, architecture,
and heritage conservation — and exploring how digitized heritage can be returned to local society.
Through dialogue between Japanese and Italian specialists, this webinar aims to chart a shared future for cultural
heritage in the digital age.
